 (Philippians 2:19-30)

We live in a culture obsessed with recognition.

· Most of us want our lives to matter. We want to know what we’re doing is making a difference somewhere.
· Often, we measure that by how visible we are — by how many people know our name, notice our effort, or applaud what we do.
· What if that wasn’t the real measure of making a difference? 
· What if it wasn’t about you? 


19 If the Lord Jesus is willing, I hope to send Timothy to you soon for a visit... 20 I have no one else like Timothy, who genuinely cares about your welfare. 21 All the others care only for themselves and not for what matters to Jesus Christ.

Paul points to two ordinary men - Timothy & Epaphroditus. 

22 But you know how Timothy has proved himself. Like a son with his father, he has served with me in preaching the Good News. 

Timothy’s Résumé — Faithfulness Over Fame 
Résumé Summary:
Genuine concern for others, proven character, faithful in all seasons
Résumé Highlight: “A good name is more desirable than great riches.” (Prov. 22:1)


Character Over Recognition (v. 22)

Care Over Ambition (v. 20)

Consistency Over Convenience
Faithfulness is greater than fame; character outlasts credit.

Timothy - faithfulness > fame, care > ambition, and consistency > convenience.

25 Meanwhile, I thought I should send Epaphroditus back to you. He is a true brother, co-worker, and fellow soldier. 30 For he risked his life for the work of Christ, and he was at the point of death while doing for me what you couldn’t do from far away.

Epaphroditus’ Résumé — Sacrifice Over Status 
Résumé Summary: Brother. Co-worker. Fellow soldier. 
Résumé Highlight: His résumé would have one line: “Willing to risk everything for the sake of Christ.”

Suffering With Courage

Service Beyond Comfort (v. 30)

28 So I am all the more anxious to send him back to you, for I know you will be glad to see him, and then I will not be so worried about you. 29 Welcome him in the Lord’s love and with great joy, and give him the honor that people like him deserve. 30 For he risked his life for the work of Christ, and he was at the point of death while doing for me what you couldn’t do from far away.

Steadfast in the Struggle


Your Résumé
· If Heaven were to print your résumé today — what would it say?
· Would it focus on WHAT you have done or would it reveal more of WHO you have become?

So, where might God be calling you to serve unseen?
· Maybe it’s to stand beside someone who’s struggling.
· To mentor a younger believer.
· To volunteer faithfully, even when no one notices.
· To risk comfort for compassion.

You don’t need applause to be approved — you just need to be available.
